	Quatrains
Quatrains are poetry of 4-lines with a steady equal beat.  

These may have an AABB rhyming pattern or only the second and fourth lines may rhyme.

One poem can contain lots of quatrains (called stanzas or verses) to make a longer poem and tell a story.

Example of a Quatrain with an AABB rhyme
Diddle diddle dumpling, my son John
Went to bed with his blue jeans on.

The poor little guy is out of luck.

He’s still in his pants ’cause his zipper’s stuck!

Example of a Quatrain with a 2nd and 4th line rhyme

I ate a ton of sugar.

It made me very sweet.

It also made me very round—

now I can’t find my feet.

 
	Limericks
A limerick is a funny, 5-line poem that has a special rhythm and certain lines that rhyme.

1st line:  3 beats, rhymes with 2 and 5

2nd line: 3 beats, rhymes with 1 and 5

3rd line:  2 beats, rhymes with 4 

4th line:  2 beats, rhymes with 3
5th line:  3 beats, rhymes with 1 and 2

Limericks got their name from the Irish town of Limerick.  The last line contains the joke or surprise twist to the verse.

Example of a Limerick

There was a young lady of Rye-ga

Who went for a ride on a tiger:
They returned from the ride
With the lady inside
And a smile on the face of the tiger!

	Haiku
Haiku is like a word picture in your mind.  It has 3 lines which follows this pattern:

1st line:  5 syllables

2nd line: 7 syllables

3rd line:  5 syllables 

Japanese haiku are traditionally about nature or seasons.  Haiku doesn’t use rhyme.   Can be written without capitals.

Example of a Haiku

snow falling softly

down onto hard barren ground

a cold white blanket
	Cinquains

A cinquain describes something in a short, 5-line poem which follows this pattern:

1st line: Title ( 1 word - noun)

2nd line: Description (2 words - adjectives)

3rd line: Action (3 words - verbs) 

4th line: Feeling (4 words - your opinion)

5th line: Synonym for title (1 word - noun)

‘Cinq’ is the French word for 5.  

Cinquain poetry doesn’t use rhyme.

Example of a Cinquain

Crocodile

powerful, aggressive

watching, waiting, rushing,

makes us all fearful

hunter
