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Strategies for Learning to Read

Use the pictures (used less in Gr 2).

Sound out the first 3 letters of tricky words.

Go back and try again (Re-read).

Look for little words in big words eg. today,
inside

Skip a tricky word, read on then go back.
Think: ‘Does that make sense?’

also...

Use the sounds letters make. eg. ‘¢’ can make 2

sounds like in ‘cat’ and ‘city’,

Learn letter patterns like ‘aw’ in ‘saw’, ‘tion’ in

‘conversation’, ‘gh’ in ‘tough’, ‘tr' in ‘tram’

Learn word endings eg. ‘ing’, ‘ed’, ‘er’, s’

Good readers also...
% Enjoy reading
< Ask questions about the story
< Talk about the story
< Read in bed at night
< Predict/quess what's going to happen.
< Talk about the characters and events

< Make connections with things in their own

lives.

< Want to read more books by the same reader

¢ Reading aloud to an adult (this is the best help
for children not yet reading fluently (eg. under
level 16)

e Being read to by an adult
e Sharing a book — you read some, | read some

adult about what they've read. (especially good
for avid chapter book readers)

To Fill in the Reading Log
o Children write in the titles of books they've read
this week
o Children give each book a star rating:
1,2 or 3 stars

e Parents write a comment — up to you whether
it's 1 comment per week or per night.
