What behaviours are we aiming for?

· Students staying focussed and on task.
· Name everything and keep all your bits together in one folder/book.

· Good use of time (not doing nothing for five minutes waiting for a laptop to turn on).
· Being firm with other people who want to waste your time.

· Working noise and working movement.

· Enthusiasm, engagement, enjoyment.
