Journal Writing – integrating with our Inquiry unit on ‘Wellbeing’, each student has a journal in which to record daily personal writing.  Modelling and suggestions for topics take place in a whole class setting before students write.  Students are given a topic to write about most days, but some days are devoted to personal choice.  Students write silently and solidly for 10 minutes.  The next 10 minutes can be spent continuing writing, editing, designing and illustrating.  After the first 10 minutes, students are invited to share with the class if they choose.  Students should have their ‘No Excuses’ word book tucked inside their journal to assist with spelling.
Rich Text – see planner for our unit ‘The Land of Stories’.  Rich text will usually take the form of serial reading ‘The Wishing Spell’ but will also feature ‘read-to’ strategy using quality picture story books and texts.
Spelling – using the school SMART spelling approach, students study a focus sound pattern each week.  Students select 8 words from the 3 lists given, complete activities to explore during the week and receive a spelling and dictation test at the end of the week.

Read to Self – known to students as ‘Lexile reading’.  Each child gets out their personal case of books, finds a place to sit by themself and settles in for a sustained 15 minute session of ‘real’ reading (see classroom poster for real reading expectations) Guided reading groups will be run concurrently.  One student (see whiteboard) is on ‘Lexile Patrol’. They take the class checklist and roam the room, ticking students’ ‘real reading’ behaviours.
Quizzes – at the end of read to self, students may complete quizzes (online) for the books they have completed.  Students may return and replace books in their book cases ready for the next day’s reading.  Teacher continues with guided reading groups.
Support
	Jill – encouragement and support to use spelling book when writing, support with more difficult reading and extra time to complete work

Andy – reluctant writer needs support composing and sustaining writing and extra time to complete work
Faith – support to articulate words correctly so better attempts at correct spelling can be achieved
