Matific 
During e-learning (9.00-9.30) students spend the first 15 minutes in choice from various programs.  Students may choose Matific at this time.  After 15 minutes all students are directed to be on Matific for the next 15 minutes.   Students have ‘School Missions’ (set by the teacher to meet their individual needs) and ‘Bonus Missions’ to complete (at home, and when they’ve finished their school missions)  Teacher checks that all students have moved on to Matific at appropriate time.  Students are permitted to use calculators for Matific. Teacher assigns school missions related to the current topic and differentiates according to student need. Studyladder may also be used for some units.
Tool Session
A short, sharp task relating to fluency in mental computation or the focus of the lesson.  ’20 Sum Challenge’:  Each student has a book containing rows of 20 algorithms.  All student start with a timer and stand up saying ‘done’ when they are finished the day’s specified row.  Teacher called out time which student records.  Session never goes over 10 minutes.  At end, students swap books and correct.
Whole Class Focus

All students sit round the gathering area - which may involve using the screen, the whiteboard or the ottoman to demonstrate with concrete materials. Usually begins with introducing our Learning Intentions and Success Criteria and includes directions for completing the investigation session.
Investigation 

Extended opportunity for students to work in pairs, small groups or individually. A time for teacher to probe children’s thinking or work with a small group for part of the time. Students set to work according to directions given.  Teacher support is usually given with smaller groups at the half-donut table, or with larger groups, around the ottoman.
Reflection

Focused teacher questions and summary to draw out the mathematics and assist chn to make links. Teacher refers back to learning intentions and success criteria. Tools used – maths reflection cards, posters on maths display boards.

Brag Tags
Throughout the term, students are encouraged to learn basic maths facts and are given opportunity to earn ‘brag tag’ awards for the demonstration of these skills.  Each term gives students approximately 10 different tags to earn. (see Brag Tags folder).
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
