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VISUAL STRATECGY

Being able to think about and remember the way a word looks helps you to
spell a word correctly.

Eg. To spell the word 'know' correctly, you need to remember that k is at
the beginning of the word — you can't sound it out!

SOUND STRATEGY
You can use your knowledge of sounds and sound patterns to help you spell,
but don't just rely on sounding out because one sound can be written in
different ways.

Eg. These words are easy to spell using sound - man, cup, help

Some words are tricky and you need to use other strategies along with
sound because the sound can be written in more than one way - eq. came,
great, day, they, rain
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Knowing about the meaning of a word can help you to spell a word
correctly.

Eg. If you are trying to spell the word 'sign’ and you know it is similar in
meaning to ‘signal’, then it will help you to spell the word correctly and
ensure that you include the silent g.

If you know that ed is a common ending for past tense with reqular
verbs, then you won't spell ‘jumped’ as ‘jumpt'!
