	Student Foci

	Students at this age are developing the ability to reflect on their actions and to recognize God’s love in their lives.  They are growing in their awareness of belonging to different groups in the community.  We need to allow them opportunities to explore the links between belonging and participation/action in these groups.  As members of God’s Family in the Catholic Community, they need to grow in understanding of Jesus’ command to ‘love one another’.

Students love to share stories, especially incidents that have occurred in the past.  Students need time to reflect on the value of story in order to be able to view the bigger picture of celebrating and remembering aspects of our Church story.  

To unfold the meaning of the Eucharist we need to bring into sharper focus our experience of celebration in everyday life. Celebrations with which we are familiar such as anniversaries and birthdays have their roots in the past, they celebrate a present happening, and they look to the future.  So that children may experience the Eucharist as a celebration, they need to have experiences of belonging to a group, of gathering with a group, of sharing meals of friendship, of forgiving and shaking hands and making peace with one another.  

Special events in the life of students and their families give rise to special rituals.  Students will benefit from exploring the nature of these rituals and deepening their understanding.  Students familiar with different celebrations for special occasions, can then be led to explore the rituals and prayers associated with the Liturgy of the Eucharist.

Students at this age are familiar with the many different types of meals.  They are aware that meals take time and effort to prepare, they know that meals are life-giving as the sacrifice of Christ on the cross is life-giving.  Students are aware of the cost involved in becoming good at their chosen sports

When students share food and drink with each other they are showing friendship.  The meal has special significance because it is a time of gathering where we share our lives, our hopes, sorrows and joys.  In sharing a meal students can enjoy on another’s company and become one.

Students will be familiar with the necessary behaviours required for different situations in their life.  Assisting student to understand the importance of showing respect, in both gesture and posture, is necessary prior to their reception of First Communion.  Students need to know when to genuflect, how and when to stand and kneel, as well as the appropriate posture and disposition for their return from receiving Holy Communion.  Many of these will have been introduced earlier, but need to be reinforced especially with the imminent celebration of the reception of their First Eucharist.  


	Teaching Points

	· We belong to God’s family, the Catholic community.
· In the celebration of the Eucharist, the Christian community remembers and celebrates Jesus’ presence in the assembly, in the Word in the person of the priest and especially when the bread and wine have been changed into his Body and Blood.

· The Catholic community assembles together to celebrate the Eucharist.

· The Introductory Rites prepare the Catholic community to celebrate the Eucharist.

· Through listening to the Word during Mass we can learn more about God, our Father, about Jesus and about ourselves.  

· During the Liturgy of the word we hear and respond to the Word of God.

· Jesus instituted the Eucharist at the Last Supper.

· The Liturgy of the Eucharist begins with the procession of gifts and concludes with the Communion Rite.

· When we receive Holy Communion we are receiving Jesus under the appearances of bread and wine.

· Having heard Jesus’ message he asks us to take it to one another.

· Jesus is always with us in the Eucharist and we can acknowledge his real presence during the Mass.
