Letter Formation Variety Match
Photocopy onto coloured paper (best enlarged to A3).  Use a different colour for each student’s set as it’s easier at packing up time. Laminate and cut. Store in zip lock bags. Put all the sets into a plastic pocket with button closure and label.

Students take their set and group them by putting all the ‘a’s together, all the ‘b’s etc.

This gives them practise at identifying that the same letter can look different when a different font is used and when upper/lowercase is used.
