Reading Hour
Grade 2 
Term III  Week 8   2015
The Reading Hour begins with combined fruit break and read to.  While eating their fruit, the children listen to the novel “The Magic Faraway Tree”
Read-a-rama groups allow children to experience various forms of reading for sustained periods of time.  The CAFÉ strategy of ‘Expanding Vocabulary’ is also included in these group rotations.  Students complete 2-3 rotations per day, including one rotation lead by a teacher (usually Fran). The students are divided into mixed ability groups for the Read-a-rama session.  Another teacher (usually Marg) uses this time to pull out ability groups for focused teaching on other CAFÉ strategies – comprehension, accuracy and fluency. 
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	Bump Buddies - Fiction: Students choose books to share together.  Buddies are given prompt cards of questions so they can discuss what they are reading. 
Learning intention:  We can enjoy a book together and use the prompt cards to help us understand the book better by talking about it.
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	Scripture: Students choose books from a collection of various forms of scripture. Children’s bibles, ‘To Know Worship and Love’ various scripture based picture books.  Learning intention:  We can learn lessons about God by reading stories of Jesus and other bible stories.
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	Listen to Reading (on computers):  Students choose an audio story or literacy video from classroom collection.  Learning intention:  I can learn by listening to experts read.
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	Garfield:  Students choose books from the Garfield collection.  Learning intention:  We can enjoy reading with a funny story.
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	Word Finds: Students choose a word find the various categories and complete under a wipe clean pocket.  Learning intention: We can expand our vocabulary by learning new words in various categories.
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	Story Time: Students are read a picture story book by the teacher and discuss.  A Reading Response may be completed.  Learning intention: When our teacher reads us a story, we can learn more by talking about the ideas in the story.
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	Card Game: snap/pairs with words from containers.  Students choose a category and may only collect cards for own pile if they can say the words.  Learning intention – I can expand my vocabulary by learning new words.
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
