Examples:
We are going on holidays tomorrow.
| am excited about getting a new puppy.
She enjoyed watching the footy.

Examples:
Please close the fridge door when you are finished.
Mix the ingredients until they are well combined.
Pass the salt, please.







[image: image5.png]These sentences ask a question.
They end with a question mark.

Examples:
Where have you been?
What would you like for dinner?
Did he find the lost dog?






[image: image6.png]These sentences express a strong emotion or feeling.
They usually end with an exclamation mark.

Examples:
Watch out!
Be careful with that broken glass!
Grab the rope!
