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Read through your spelling  words.  

· Can you say each one?

· Is there any word you’ve never seen before?  If there is you’ll need to get help to work out what it is and what it means.

Write your words on a blank piece of paper but not in a list.  Put them all over the page and then use coloured lines to connect the ones that go together because they have the same letter patterns.  

You may find other ways to connect the words.  

· Do any of them rhyme?  

· Do any of them have the same number of syllables?

· Do any of them have the same number of letters

Now let’s go through the words one by one.  What can we do to get our brains to remember these words?

Say the word really slowly.  Can you hear each letter or are some difficult? Try breaking the word up into chunks of sound that you can put together.  Clapping the word might help too.
Count the letters in the word and draw a blank line for each letter.  

Eg.  ___  ___  ___  ___ ___  ___ 

Now cover up the word and try to fill in the letters.

Check how you did and if it’s wrong, try and work out how you got mixed up and what you need to remember.  

Do this for each word.  At the end, repeat the words that you made mistakes with.

Other things to try….

· Type your words on a keyboard.

· Think of a song the spelling fits. (Like Mrs Bourke taught us with ‘because’ and the alphabet song)  

· Write the word and go over the tricky bit with red texta to make it stand out.  Try and take a picture of the word with your brain.  Close your eyes and make the word appear on a computer screen in your head!
