Syllables

Syllables are chunks of sound. All words have at least one syllable.

Syllables can be just one letter or a group of letters - it's the sound that matters. 

One way to understand what syllables are is to think of a song, like "Happy Birthday".

Each syllable is a different beat in the song, i.e: "Hap - py  Birth - day  to  you"

These words have 1 syllable.  If you say these words aloud you will hear the chunks or beats of sound:

walk, go, home

These words have 2 syllables

happy, birthday, because

These words have 3 syllables
September, underneath, Internet

In English, syllables normally have a vowel or the letter 'y' in them. 

Mon – day   Syl -la – ble     This can help you to learn how to spell words correctly.
