4. Whena word has a prefix divide the word between the prefix and the root word  Eg. ex/pect dis/turb mis/lead un/sold

5. Whentwo or more consonants come betweentwo vowels in a word, the word is usually divided betweenthe first two consonants.
Eg. hun/gry bet/ter suf/fer pic/ture

6. Whena single consonant comes betweentwo vowels in a word, the word is usually divided after the consonant if the first vowel is short.
Eg. clev/er lem/on rob/in trav/el

7. Whena single consonant comes betweentwo vowels in a word, the word is usually divided before the consonant if the first vowel is long.
Eg. mu/sic po/lite pa/per lo/cate

8. Whenavowel is sounded alone in a word, it forms a syllable by itself. Eg. o/pen o/ven a/bout u/pon

9. Whentwo vowels come together in a word and are sounded separately, divide the word between the two vowels.
Eg. ra/di/o di/et cru/el i/de/a

10.When a word ends in 'le’ preceded by a consonant, divide the word before that consonant. Eg. tur/tle ca/ble this/tle bi/ey/cle
