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You can write from three points of view:

1. First Person: You write the story through the eyes of one person. This means you will use 'I' a reasonable amount.

2. Third Person: You write the story through the eyes of all characters in your story. You pretend as a writer that you are the characters and you use their name/s.

3. All Seeing Eye: You write as though you are God looking down on the scene/s. Most of your characters will have the same importance. See things through the eyes of all of your characters, from their different points of view.
