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· design the back and front covers of my buddy’s Orientation Day ‘showbag’ by making grey lead sketches on scrap paper.

· create my design on the showbag, using texta, crayon, stencils, stickers, kinder squares (for cutting and pasting onto bag).

· make sure my name and the name of my buddy are legible.

· place my bag in the ‘finished’ pile.
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· choose a page from the folder to complete and enjoy!
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· use our R.E.D. (silent and individual) routine to read the Christmas books on the stand for at least 20 minutes.

· choose 1 book that I would like to present to a literature circle.  I need to prepare these roles:
· Passage Picker – choose a paragraph of the book to read aloud.  Don’t write it out, just read straight from the book

· Connector – tell us how you connected with the book and why you chose it

· Artful Artist – prepare an illustration to share with the circle.

· sign up for a group – I may not share the same book as anyone else in my group.
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· choose a partner.

· take one of the stain glass sheets to CAREFULLY colour with texta or crayon with different colours in each area so it looks effective.

· tape our finished sheet to a window so it looks like a stained glass window.  
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· take a turn on a computer or laptop.
· log on to the internet and go to the Christmas myclasses page. 
· explore the information and games available for no more than 40 minutes.
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· place a scoop of the reindeer food (rolled oats and glitter) into the snap lock bag and seal.

· decorate the bag with stickers.

· use a hole punch to make holes and put a pipecleaner through these as a handle, like the example we’ve left for you.

· use the decorative scissors to cut out the reindeer food poem, punch a hole in the corner and thread through the pipecleaner.

· write a ‘to ___’ and ‘from ___’ message on the back. of the poem
· place reindeer food gift inside my buddy’s showbag.
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· work in a small group to help Miss Marg prepare our room for Christmas.

· help create our class nativity scene on the back pin ups.
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· gather and sort information.

· present and share my information: poster, book, powerpoint, public speaking.

· research the following questions:

What are some of the Christmas traditions than other countries have?

Where does the tradition of decorating Christmas trees come from?

Who was Saint Nicholas?

Who was Babooshka?

Where does the carol ‘Silent Night’ come from?

· find some answers using our Christmas myclasses page.

· research my own question if I check with Miss Marg first.
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· make a little booklet of Christmas recipes.
· make up my own Christmas recipes.

· use calligraphy skills for the headings.

· give my recipe book as a gift
